A BOWL SHAPE, A RAIN GARDEN IS
DESIGNED TO CAPTURE STORMWATER
RUNOFF AND INCREASE INFILTRATION
ALLOWING RAIN AND SNOWMELT TO
SEEP NATURALLY INTO THE GROUND.

MOST OF THE POLLUTION IN OUR
